A carnivore with four huge 
canine teeth for gripping its 
prey and molars for chewing it 
up. 

Horse 
A herbivore – with large 
incisors for cutting grass and 
lots of molars for chewing it up. 

Crocodile 
A carnivore with lots of canine 
teeth for gripping its prey tightly 
but no molars to chew – so it 
has to tear off chunks and 
swallow it whole. 

T-rex 
A prehistoric carnivore with lots 
of sharp canine teeth but no 
molars or incisors. 

Dolphin 
A carnivore with lots of sharp 
little canine teeth for gripping 
its slippery prey (fish).
